A detailed synchronic account of
each language then follows, including syntax, morphology,
phonology, morphophonology, dialect variation and
distribution. Each description is based on a common plan, thus
facilitating comparison amongst the different languages. This
latest volume in the Cambridge Language Surveys will be
welcomed by all scholars of the Celtic languages, but has also
been designed to be accessible to any reader with only a basic
knowledge of linguistics.
